Scriptures are usually read before and after the song, and the singers share their�personal stories of faith. Concerts of prayer are popular in�Malaysia. Kids there may spend several hours in times of�praise and petition. They also spend time in silent�confession, often on their knees. Dance is a big part of�traditional African worship. Sometimes in Kenya,�foreigners get a little confused, mistaking prayer meetings�for dance parties.
