Divide the class into pairs, and give each pair a sheet of paper and a pencil. Tell students to work with their partners to think of four people who are worthy of honor. They should down ways they could honor each of those people. When preteens are finished, let volunteers share their lists. SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word to see who God tells us to honor.

The dictionary says to honor is to “raise up above others, to show appreciation for, and to respect.” The Bible says parents are to be honored by their children, and there are lots of examples of people who have done just that. Sue and Gary Griffith built a whole pioneer village on their parents’ land in Arkansas to honor them. High school seniors and college grads often decorate their graduation caps with messages, thanking parents for their sacrifices. A brother and sister gave $250,000 to Tennessee State University, the school where their mom and dad met. Everyday instances of honor, such as obedience and respect, usually don't cost anything or make the news, but those ways of honoring parents are priceless!
