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Write the coded message (below) on the board, and ask students to decipher it. Tell them not to say it aloud until everyone has it figured out. When students are ready, ask everyone to say it together. (I am for you. Yes, I am. Yes, I am. I intend to be for you forever.) Then discuss what it means to be “for someone forever.” SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word and find out what it says about love and how to show love God’s way.
