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Who Is It?





Just in case you haven’t noticed, there’s a presidential campaign going on. While this election will be the 58th time a United States president has been chosen, for two centuries the original framework of government has not changed. Historical events have come and gone, and leaders have risen and fallen, but one document, the Constitution of the United States, has been the the rule of law since the beginning. It has preserved the founders’ plan of liberty and justice for all. (Display Resources sheets 1–4 in order, and draw students’ attention to the second Bible time line.) This time line represents the eras of the Exodus & Conquest and the Judges. These eras, or periods of time, are when God continued to prepare for salvation. (Have volunteers read the text under each icon. Then ask preteens to name some of the more important events and leaders during this time period.) From the very beginning, God had a plan. That plan is salvation for all who will accept it.

Will you repent when doing wrong and ask God for forgiveness?








Divide the class into two groups. Tell each group to choose a person from the second time line. Groups should plan how to act out one or two things from the life of the person they chose. Encourage everyone on the teams to participate in some way. When students are ready, choose a group to go first. Tell the other group that it gets two guesses to say who the person is. Then it’s the other group’s turn. SAY: What ties all the events and people together in these eras is their place in God’s plan of preparing for salvation.
