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If you think kings and queens are a thing of the past, think again! At last count there were about 25 monarchies, countries with ruling royalty, in the world. In recent years, some kings ruling like dictators have been deposed, with many sent into exile. Some kings have abdicated; they stepped down from their thrones voluntarily, allowing someone else to rule, or allowing their countries to choose a different form of government. (Display Resources sheets 1–4 in order, and draw students’ attention to the third and fourth Bible time lines.) These time lines represent the eras, or periods of time, of the Kings & Prophets and the Exile & Return. These eras are when God continued to prepare for salvation. (Have volunteers read the text under each icon. Then ask preteens to name some of the more important events and leaders during this time period.)








Divide the class into two groups. Tell each group to choose a person from the third or fourth time line. Groups should plan how to act out one or two things from the life of the person they chose. Encourage everyone on the teams to participate in some way. When students are ready, choose a group to go first. Tell the other group that it gets two guesses to say who the person is. Then it’s the other group’s turn. SAY: What ties all the events and people together in these eras is their place in God’s plan of preparing for salvation.
