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Match it Up!





Draw students’ attention to the last two Bible time lines. SAY: These time lines represent the era of the Early Church, when God began offering salvation to all people. Distribute index cards. Assign one or more students one of the following words or phrases to write on their cards: teaching and preaching about Jesus, healing, dangerous situation, accepting Christ as Savior, a teaching from God’s Word, eternal reward. On the Bible time line, read the text under the first icon: “Peter preaches.” Tell preteens to hold up their card if their word or phrase matches that event (teaching and preaching about Jesus). More than one card might apply for some words or phrases. Do the same for all the icons.


 





The Bible doesn’t say much about what happened to the crowd who watched Jesus die. But a new movie, Risen, imagines how one Roman soldier, who was brought in to squash the resurrection story, might have responded. The high-ranking solder, Clavius, is so impressed by what happens and what the apostles do next, that he risks everything to find out more. Many people think Jesus’ story pretty much ends at the resurrection. But if they check it out, like Clavius did, they will discover that it’s just the beginning. The New Testament tells the story and Bible-based movies such as Acts, detailing the beginning of the church, and Revelation, illustrating John’s vision of what’s to come, show how it continues. Last year producers announced plans for another new movie, Apostle Paul, which will star Hugh Jackman as the famous missionary.
