Early this month, some leaders around the world became very nervous. News investigators revealed that they had uncovered 11.5 million documents from a secret place where people and businesses are hiding money. Some of the money is hidden because it’s stolen, some is hidden to help criminals, and some is hidden from governments so people won’t have to pay taxes on it. The revelation, called the Panama Papers, is especially bad news for some elected officials. Many have been telling their citizens to be strong and make sacrifices to help the government, all the while hiding their own money to avoid paying taxes. The records show that 140 world leaders are involved, including the Prime Minister of England. Last week more than 150,000 people went into the streets of London to protest, asking the Prime Minister to resign. They called him a hypocrite, since in the past he pleaded with 


citizens to pay their taxes, telling them it is immoral to do otherwise.
