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Many people have learning, physical, and emotional weaknesses and challenges. Set a timer for three minutes. Lead preteens in brainstorming a list of learning, physical, and emotional weaknesses. Write those on the board as students mention them. Then set the timer for another three minutes, and let preteens call out abilities that people with these challenges might have. SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word to learn about a weakness the apostle Paul had. We’ll discover that God can use people with weaknesses.
