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Dinosaurs seem to be everywhere! The ancient reptiles may be extinct, but since their fossils were first found in the early 1800s, dinosaur discoveries regularly pop up in the news. During the month of May in the United States, paleontologists announced the discovery of two new species of dinosaurs with the unearthing of fossils in Utah and Montana. Heyuan City in China, however, wins the prize for the biggest discovery last spring. In April, workers doing road repair found 43 fossilized dinosaur eggs. Those eggs will be added to the nearly 17,000 that have been uncovered in the city since the first group was found in 1996 by children playing at a construction site.
