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Ask preteens to think of other situations that require the help of others. Divide the class into small groups. Tell the groups to each come up with one situation, and then plan how to act it out. Since some preteens don’t like to act, help them find ways to be involved—either by helping to plan how to act it out, finding props to use, or helping in other ways. When students are ready, let each group of students act out its situation. Be sure to talk about the fact that many situations in life require the help of others. SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word and find out who needed the help of others and why.

What do you do if you’re bullied? When boys followed Da-Qwan Jones off the bus, beat him up, and posted it on social media last spring, Da-Qwan told his parents. Then he decided to tell the whole community by speaking up about it at a school board meeting. When 9-year-old Ella Lee was bullied, she spoke out by writing a book to encourage other kids who are bullied. Even though one in three of all kids in the United States is bullied at one time or another, 64 percent try to keep it quiet and handle it alone. That’s usually the worst thing to do! According to experts, bullying is best addressed by using the team approach—including home, school, and the community. While kids agree that the team approach is good, they say that having their peers stick up for them and stand by them is the most helpful of all.
