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Draw a large circle on the board and divide it into thirds. Label one section “No risk,” another section “Reasonable/Right risk,” and the last section “Off-the-scale risk.” Have preteens brainstorm a couple of risks that might be put in each category. SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word and find out about a time when a young man took a right risk for God.
