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Tell preteens to think of words and phrases to describe what they believe would be the biggest needs of the people involved in the bus crash. When they have some ideas, encourage them to write the words and phrases on the board. When students are done, read what they wrote. SAY: Sometimes we need something that we don’t even know we need. We know we have physical and emotional needs. But did you know that we also have spiritual needs?








At least six children recently died in Chattanooga, Tennessee, after their school bus crashed into a tree. Other children on the bus were badly hurt and had to go to the hospital. Firefighters and police rushed to the crash to help. Ministers and chaplains comforted the people who were standing around and anxiously waiting for news. The ministers and chaplains also went to the hospital to comfort and pray with the friends and families of the children. Many people donated blood to help the injured. One counselor said that the accident will cause feelings of guilt for many people. The bus company, first responders, government and school officials, and the bus driver, will be second-guessing decisions they made before and after the crash. The school bus driver was arrested for reckless driving. On the Internet, people posted messages expressing sympathy for the children’s families and to let them know they are praying for God’s healing and comfort for everyone 


involved. One news report said, “Faith seems to be uniting everyone 


in their time of unimaginable grief.”
