A viral video, made by Rob Bliss Creative, shows kids from the Boys and Girls Club in Lawrenceville, Georgia, making tough decisions about Christmas presents. They had to choose between taking a gift for themselves and taking a gift to give to a parent. Rob Bliss, the man who created the video, said he was surprised when 80 percent of the kids chose to give their parents a gift instead of taking gifts such as laptops, video games, and other toys that were offered to them. One of the kids in the video, 9-year-old Aaron, had to choose between the Minecraft Lego set he’d been wanting and some jewelry he knew his mom would love. He decided he’d rather give to her than get for himself. “Your family matters—not Legos, not toys—your family,” Aaron said. “So it’s either family or Legos, and I choose family.” Rob Bliss and his team were so moved by the fact that most of the kids chose to give, that they surprised the kids by allowing them to keep both gifts—


the ones for the parents and the ones for themselves!
