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Last November, voters in the United States elected Donald J. Trump as the new president. During the election, voters felt strongly about who the new president should be. People believed differently about what issues were important, and which candidate could be trusted. Lots of arguing and fighting took place. It was so bad that as Thanksgiving approached, articles online and in newspapers gave families suggestions on how to have a peaceful visit with relatives who disagreed with, or opposed, their political viewpoints. Some teens in Veles, Macedonia, added to the problem. They wrote fake news articles about the candidates that were shared on the Internet. The teens didn’t care who won the election. They just wanted to make money in ad revenue by getting people to read and share their stories with others on the Internet. Even though the election is over, some people continue to oppose the idea that Donald Trump will be the next president. But most 


people agree that it’s important for the two sides to quit arguing. After 


the election, Donald Trump urged all Americans to “come together 


as one united people.”

Ask a volunteer to give an opinion about something, such as: “I think that vanilla is the best ice cream flavor.” Tell preteens to think about that opinion. If they oppose, or disagree with, that opinion, they should raise their hands and be prepared to tell why. Let several volunteers tell why they disagree with the opinion. Then let other preteens give opinions on different things. When you’re finished with this activity, SAY: We often disagree with each other, and that’s OK. But sometimes someone can disagree and disapprove so strongly of something we’ve said or done that they oppose us. Let’s dig into God’s Word and find out what a couple of Jesus’ disciples did despite opposition.
