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SAY: Many people shared the news about Grace on Twitter. Twitter is an online message site where people can only use 140 characters or less to share their messages (tweets). Ask preteens to write a tweet-type message about some good news that they would like to share. When finished, let volunteers read their messages aloud. Let’s dig into God’s Word and find out what happened when one of Jesus’ disciples had the opportunity to share good news.
