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According to his mom, Griffin Steele is a real snoop. On January 28 that snooping led the 7-year-old boy to discover “tons of money” in a trash can outside a gas station. When Griffin showed his dad the money, his dad immediately called the police. Most of the money, which had been stolen in bank robberies, had dye on it from exploded dye packs. But Griffin noticed there was some money without any dye. (Some stacks of money at banks are rigged so that if that money is stolen, a trigger causes dye to explode and color-mark the money.) He told reporters that he was tempted to keep some of the money. “But,” he said, “I wanted to do the right thing.” It’s interesting that Griffin had received an integrity award at school earlier this year. Griffin’s choice made the police chief very happy! The police chief was not only glad to get the money back, but also to recognize someone who was working with law enforcement to do the right thing.
