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Times of �Persistence





Ask students to think of times when they or someone they know was persistent. Let volunteers write their examples on the board. When finished, have the volunteers share about the times when they were persistent and talk about how hard it was to be persistent—and what made it hard. When the volunteers are finished, SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word and see what it says about being persistent in prayer. 


 





Abby Goldberg worries about the damage to the environment, animals, and people that plastic grocery bags can cause and has been working to get rid of them for a long time. When she was 12 years old, she began a campaign to ban plastic bags. But big businesses worked against her. However, Abby wasn’t discouraged. She quickly gathered over 150,000 signatures on an online petition and helped bring this issue to the attention of the governor of Illinois. Two years later, in 2015, Abbey worked hard to get her hometown to designate September as “Bring Your Own Bag Month.” Abby is still sharing her message via Twitter and Facebook. On March 2, Abby tweeted, “Thank you, Newport Rhode Island, for banning the bag last Wednesday!” On March 7, the city of Coral Gables, Florida, banned the use of plastic bags. Abby wrote, “This is huge!” She believes that one town at a time, reusable bags will replace plastic bags. Abby is not giving up.
