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The Wind and the

Set up a fan that’s large enough to blow hair around. Ask a volunteer, who has hair long enough that it will blow, to stand in front of the fan. Turn on the fan. Then let several volunteers stand in front of the fan. Ask preteens whether they could see the wind or only see the effects of the wind. SAY: We can’t see wind, yet we know it’s there. While we can’t see the Holy Spirit, we know that He lives inside of Christians. Let’s dig into God’s Word and find out more about the Holy Spirit, when God gives us the Holy Spirit, and why we’re given the Holy Spirit. 
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Lesson 4





Who has been called the most neglected, misunderstood, powerful person that no one has ever seen? He is the Holy Spirit. People may not be able to see the Holy Spirit, but that doesn’t keep them from talking about Him. The website Pinterest offers hundreds of posters and articles about the Holy Spirit. One person lists the roles of the Holy Spirit. Another person describes 33 things the Holy Spirit does. Another person gives instructions on how to get the Holy Spirit’s nine “power gifts.” Some people tell you how to “feel” the Holy Spirit; others will tell you how not to feel Him. Some people even argue over the right name for the Holy Spirit. It can get confusing, so you need to find out what the Bible says about the Holy Spirit. Ask preteens to turn in their Bibles to Matthew 28:19, and ask a volunteer to read the verse aloud. Do the same with John 15:26 and 2 Corinthians 13:14.
