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When will you read and study God’s Word this week?





Brainstorm a list of criteria that might be used to determine the value of a book. (Examples: age, condition, author, content, etc.) Ask for a volunteer who will act as an auctioneer. Give that person a copy of the Bible. The auctioneer should hold up the Bible and ask who would like to buy it. Instead of offering dollar amounts, the other kids will take turns “bidding” on the Bible by telling why it is so important for them to get the Bible. The auctioneer can determine whose reason seems best and designate that person as the winner. SAY: God’s Word helps us to follow Him; that’s the reason the Bible is so valuable. Let’s dig into God’s Word and learn about a king and something valuable that was missing.

How much is the Bible worth? In the United States, you can purchase a Bible for less than a dollar. In other countries, however, a copy of the Bible can cost you your life! Some governments have banned Bibles and harshly punish people who have or share copies of the Bible. Dedicated Christians, determined to get Bibles into countries where they are banned, are figuring out ingenious ways to get past the borders. In North Korea (which, for the past 14 years, has been the most dangerous place to be a Christian) different kinds of efforts are being made. Some people hide Bibles in their luggage to smuggle into the country. Others print Scripture verses on helium balloons and strategically launch the balloons so they will float into the country. Recently, people have put digital files of the Bible onto flash drives; then they use drones to fly those across the border and drop them to people who are hungry for God’s Word.
