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Pretend the class has been appointed to organize a special worship event called WOW! (Weekend of Worship!). Ask the kids what elements of worship they would include (songs, devotional talks, prayer, etc.). Break into small groups. Assign one element to each group and give the groups two minutes to come up with a few specific ideas. Write their plans for worship on the board. SAY: Let’s see what God’s Word says about worshipping Him and why God is worthy of our worship.
