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Times and Places





Have students look at the Bible time lines provided. Talk about how God prepared for salvation, sent salvation, and offers salvation. Have students take turns reading the large headings on each of the time lines, explaining that these are the eight eras of Bible history. Have each reader chose one event that looks interesting to learn about in the era they named.�SAY: Let’s find out how events that happened in Bible times fit into God’s plan to offer salvation to everyone.

If you could go anywhere you want this week, would you choose school? If you’re like most kids, probably not. But what kids don’t realize is that school is a tool that can help get you to where you really want to go in life. Planning for and providing education for all citizens is a top priority in the United States. This year, it will cost about $623.5 billion to educate kids enrolled in public schools. The cost is listed as $12,300 per student. To keep kids everywhere moving toward the one goal of mastering necessary skills, public schools generally organize into three broad stages: elementary, middle, and high school. Most states require 12 grades, with 180 days of instruction per year. The 3.2 million full-time public school teachers in the United States have their hands full as they try to keep students focused and moving on a path toward success.
