Have students quickly brainstorm 10 events that kids might plan for. (Examples: birthday party, shopping trip, college, marriage) Write their ideas on the board. Discuss how some events we plan for really don’t matter in the long run, while others are very important. Give each event the “10-year test,” circling events that will still matter in the kids’ lives 10 years from now. As a class, rank the events listed, with �1 being the most important and 10 being the least important. SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word to find out about an important plan God had.

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Lesson 1
