Question: What do pigeons, ponies, and monsters have in common? 


Answer: They can all carry messages. 





If you didn’t guess the answer, read on. As early as AD 1150, homing pigeons became the first system of “airmail,” carrying important messages between cities for government officials. In April 1860, horse-and-rider relay teams began carrying messages (mail) between �St. Joseph, Missouri, and Sacramento, California. The Pony Express operated for only �19 months, but it helped to transform America’s West.  


Today messages are delivered by planes, trucks, ships, and of course, phones and apps. The Monster Messenger is one of the most popular messaging apps for kids under the age �of 13. The app was designed to let kids have fun, but keep them safe while they are communicating with friends and family members.
