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Create an acrostic poem by writing the letters for the word “servant” vertically on the board. Have students work together to come up with a word or phrase that begins with each letter and relates to being a servant. Write the words or phrases on the board beside their corresponding letters. (Example: S–“Servants live for others” or “Show our guests to class.”) Do this for each letter, and then read the acrostic together. SAY: Let’s dig into God’s Word and see who described herself as a servant and what kind of a servant she was.
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On November 27, 2017, people on both sides of the Atlantic Ocean cheered when Prince Harry of England announced his engagement to American actress Meghan Markle. While Meghan is not of royal blood, her family has had a connection to the royal family for a very long time. In 1856, Meghan’s great-great-great-grandmother, Mary Bird, spent a lot of time in the royal family’s palace. Mary Bird was a palace maid. Like all servants, Mary would have been carefully trained about rules for appropriate behavior and given directions for a specific job. Obeying the rules exactly and putting her own feelings aside, Mary would have worked hard to meet the needs of the king and queen, as expected. But as she served in the palace, Mary probably never expected that her great-great-great-granddaughter would one day walk in the same palace and—assuming the marriage occurs—be known as “Her Royal Highness Princess Meghan.”
