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Have the students trace their hands onto sheets of paper and then switch the papers with other classmates. Classmates should write on other students’ traced hands things that make those people special and unique. Take turns holding up and sharing the finished hands with other classmates. If time allows, cut out the hands and attach them together in a circle to make a classroom wreath. SAY: God wants us to accept people’s differences. Let’s see what the Bible says about that.

All 7.5 billion people on earth today came from the same first couple, Adam and Eve, but there are millions of differences among us. Today’s people speak between 5,000 and 6,000 different languages. The people are classified by races, such as Hispanic, Black, Asian, and Caucasian. Citizens of the world’s nearly 196 countries live in different environments and have different traditions. They enjoy different kinds of food, clothing styles, and leisure activities.
