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Set a timer for one minute. Have the students brainstorm choices kids make between right and wrong as you jot them on the board. (Examples: lying vs. telling the truth, stealing vs. paying for an item) When the timer goes off, stop writing and have the kids take turns telling which choice they think is the hardest. Put a check mark by each kid’s honest answer. Which choice received the most checks? Talk about what might make that choice the hardest of all. SAY: Let’s see what the Bible says about resisting temptation to make wrong choices.








RIGHT vs. WRONG

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Lesson 5





When you need to decide between doing what’s right or what’s wrong, sometimes saying no to the bad choice is tough. Take, for example, cheating. In school, kids cheat for all kinds of reasons. Some kids tell themselves that cheating is OK because they see others doing it. Some cheat because they feel pressured when friends ask for answers. And some cheat to get better grades. When her daughter was caught cheating on a test, Ms. Kylie was in shock. Her daughter always did her homework and usually made A grades. So why did she cheat? The girl later confessed that she cheated because her family had held a celebration in honor of a previous perfect score, and she just wanted that again. 


Almost everyone agrees that cheating is wrong—both in and out of school. Coaches kick cheaters off their teams. Bosses often fire employees who cheat. Some video game developers actually create games (such as The Lion King, Superman Returns, and Super Monkey Ball Jr.) with tricks to punish cheaters. In fact, if you cheat in �Donkey Kong 64 and save your play, the game will self-destruct!
