Divide the class into two groups. Ask the students in each group to think of one leader that they might follow, such as a coach, teacher, parent, and so forth. Then the members of each group should work together to come up with a skit showing how they might respond to that leader. Encourage them to think of different situations they might be in with this leader and the different ways that they might respond to this leader. Encourage everyone in the groups to participate in some way. After the groups have presented their skits, SAY: There are lots of ways that we can respond to leaders. We can like them, not like them, listen to them, not listen to them, and so forth. Let’s dig into God’s Word to see how people responded to Jesus.

In the country of Afghanistan, life is hard. Fighting in this Middle Eastern country has been going on for years, and different leaders have risen to power. Some leaders persuade kids as young as 10 years old to become soldiers. These leaders often force the kids to follow bad commands, and harshly punish them if they refuse. Other people, like U.S. Army Major Glenn Battschinger, have helped kids in Afghanistan learn important skills and have fun. Major Battschinger started a Boy Scout troop with 40 boys. Today that troop has grown to include dozens of troops in Afghanistan, with more than 11,000 Afghan boys and girls who are getting to be scouts, not soldiers. Major Battschinger said, “I have kids write to me every day with tales of how scouting has changed their lives, and that’s extremely rewarding. I feel like I merely played a hand in introducing something good that would help develop leaders for tomorrow. I’m just so glad that it caught on.”
