Group students into pairs, and give each pair a sheet of paper and a pencil. Tell pairs of students that they have two minutes to make a list of hard times that they’ve faced. When time is up, have one of the preteens in the pair with the most answers read their list aloud. Then have preteens in the other pairs read the things that they listed. Talk especially about some of the things that more than one pair listed. SAY: We all have hard times. Let’s dig into God’s Word to find out about a man who had some really hard times, and how he responded to those hard times.
